Question - As a university research institute, we prefer to work with grant funds directly from the government funding agency, rather than subcontracts from a company.  Would you consider dual, cooperative proposals from both parties?  I foresee them being linked tightly together and dependent on each other.  In other words, they would have to be funded together.  

Answer – We would consider such proposals.  There is no guarantee both would be funded.  Consider that either party may serve as a prime contractor.  When multiple efforts are linked, a prime/sub relationship results in less involvement by the Government to integrate the work.
